Northern Ireland will continue to be governed by direct rule. Decisions will
continue o be made by an unaccountable Secretary of State and 164 Quango’s
over which you have absolutely no control.

The Labour Party does not fight elections in Northern Ireland and does not
accept members from Northern Ireland. You will be allowing them to make
the decisions which affect your daily life without you having any say.
